TO SUBMIT FOR THE SHAKESPEARE SOCIETY:
1. Decide on a play.

2. Find out who the ShakeSoc exec are.

3. Find a production team.

4. Design a concept.

5. Email the Production Manager at shakesocproductionmanager@googlemail.com telling her/him that you want to submit a play.

6. Write a submission pack (outlined below)

7. Email the submission pack to the Production Manager by proposed date.

8. Come to meeting to discuss.

THE PACK NEEDS TO INCLUDE:
· Title page:

· Title of play

· Author and editor (if applicable)

· Desired date and space of production

· Contents Page

· About the play:

· Brief performance history 

· Why it is interesting 

· Why it is challenging (if it is) 

· Why it is suitable for Shakespeare Society

· Brief synopsis

· Production team and relevant experience

· Characters and character details

· General ideas

· Further relevant notes

· Budget

This is not fixed. If you feel that your submission pack would better show your aims if formatted in a different way, feel free to do so. This is a guideline for what the Exec will be looking for. Additional materials (pictures, sketches, models etc.) are not in any way required, but again, if you feel that it would be beneficial to your case they would be welcomed. The pack does not need to be very long. We are looking for an indication that you have really thought about what you want to do with your play. The budget is the most important aspect. Without this we are unable to say whether or not we can afford your production, and whether or not you are likely to at least break even, if not make a profit.
